- Department of Historical Content

The Department of Historical Content develops the skills
needed to be creative but also analytical when researching
the past. The Department allows graduates to utilize their
skills to not only research local regions but also
internationally. Students will thrive with the abundance of
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information when developing cultural perspectives on the

past.

Detailed objectives :

1. To study histories of many areas in the world systematically
to establish countermeasures for the present and future
on the basis of proper historical recognition

2. To have the ability to analyze and plan examples in various
cultural industries by applying historical knowledge

3. To have the ability to turn historical knowledge to contents
and finally satisfy cultural industries



- Department of Intellectual Property

The content industry, magnified as the core industry of the

21C, demands diverse knowledge in the process of content
creation, planning, production, and distribution. Hence, the
Department of Intellectual Property has the objective of
training convergent professionals holding legal competence
and technical understanding for solving copyright problems
required for content planning, production, and distribution,
in this period which requires individuals that can deal with
issues that can arise in cultural content planning, production,
and distribution.

- School of Space and Environment Studies

The School of Space and Environment Studies has the

Today the society is
so economy-oriented that after graduation students can
work in various realms. Demand for people who studied
economics is huge so they can be hired in banks, securities
firms, insurance companies and various financial institutions
and media such as newspaper industry or broadcasting
stations. Some of them take examinations to be government
officers or proceed to graduate school to work in laboratory
or academic world.

- School of Business Administration

The aim is to produce competent business administrators for

- Department of Global Business Administration

learn international economics, basic knowledge of foreign
community study, management issue raised from super-
nationality competition, general trade information to perform
trade process between companies. Based on the above
factors, we develop educational goals for cultivating market
experts; and provide appropriate curriculum arrangements in a
timely manner based on new visions and shared values. After
graduation, students can work in the enterprise, financial
institution, medium & small companies, venture enterprise,
public enterprise, and public institutions, and recently,
information telecommunication industry, circulation, online
company and other IT service industry. Many alumni are
spreading out trade and international marketing activities on
the stage of the global market such as trading company and a
foreign company and world market.

- Department of Intelligent Engingering Informatics for Human

The Department of Intelligent Engineering Informatics for

Human intends to train creative, convergent individuals
possessing converged knowledge and skills in human
psychology, design, and engineering. It pursues professional
engineers in ICT (Information Communication Technology)
and DT (Data Technology) based on research and
understanding of knowledge in information, awareness,
perception, and emotion. Through the operation of 4 major
programs in Wearable Technology, Data Science, Human -
Machine Computing, and Human Security, it will produce
intelligence information engineering professionals. After
completing the program, the graduates will be competent as
system engineers and data scientists that can be active as
professional engineers in areas such as ICT, medicine,
robotics, automobile, mobile device, communication, safety,
security, artificial intelligence, design, brain science, and
emotion recognition.
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- Department of Electrical Engineering

The Department of Electrical Engineering concentrates its

capacity on training professionals in energy analysis and
electricity interpretation, leaders in future energy
environment, and technology converged/field oriented
engineers, under its educational vision of “Technology
Convergence Engineer Power Plant for Pioneering the New
Industry Field of Future Energy.” It aims for specialized
education in the major CDR field including new technology in
electricity transmission and distribution, smart electric power
facilities, new and renewable energy, energy related
solutions, etc., by training hardware and software integrated
engineers equipped with theory and practice, by
differentiating from departments in other universities.

- Department of Chemistry and Energy Engineering

through the production and utilization of new and renewable
energy and bioenergy. Basic courses include energy
thermodynamics, catalyst engineering, organic and inorganic
chemistry, and stoichiometry, and applied energy engineering
courses include electrochemistry, energy storage, energy
photochemistry, energy environmental engineering, energy
conversion engineering, nano engineering, etc. This
department will train individuals that can contribute to
various fields of the nation and society such as companies,
government institutions, universities, etc., that will develop
into major industries in future Korea as energy engineering
professional, energy storage and conversion researcher or
developer, or climate change response professional.

- Department of Chemical Engineering and Materials Science

Chemical Engineering and Materials Science is a field of study

that researches the development of eco-friendly and highly
efficient industrial materials and processes by applying pure
sciences such as chemistry, physics and biology. There are
various fields in Chemical Engineering and Materials Science,
but typically Chemical Engineering and Materials Science can
be classified into non-organic industrial chemistry, organic
industrial chemistry, reactive process systems, environment,
energy, bio chemical engineering, materials and precise
chemistry. Each of these fields have been specialized and
developed into the advanced technology field leading
future-oriented chemical industry. The demands for climate
change by governments and nations have stressed the
importance of the development of alternative energy.
Examples of these are high-functional and eco-friendly
materials that could solve problems such as exhaustion of
natural resources and environmental pollution. The
department aims to produce graduates who are endowed
with professional ability, project management ability, the

ability to work internationally and business ability. Details are
